Solving the Shampoo Puzzle

Technical Services Veterinarian for Innovacyn, Inc., makers of Vetericyn® Animal owners can often be found in the
shampoo aisle of pet stores reading the ingredients and instructions on every bottle while trying to decide which one
is best for their animal. In the words of a popular media clip, “Ain’t nobody got time for that!” It seems a degree in
chemistry is needed to understand some of the labels. Let’s try to break down what is truly important in animal
shampoos and solve this puzzle.

There is a lot of talk about pH, but what does it mean? It is a measurement from 0-14 that expresses the acidity or
alkalinity of a substance with 7.0 being neutral. Lower values are “acidic” and higher values are “alkaline”. It is
important to avoid any product that is too close to either end of the scale, with 6-8 being optimal.

Other ingredients that get a lot of attention are parabens. These act as preservatives in shampoos and can be
absorbed through the skin and may disrupt hormone function in the animal. Breaking down all the possible
ingredients in shampoos would be a very long and boring article. Instead, let’s get to the two most important aspect
of a shampoo—its ease of use for the pet owner and how well it cleans and supports skin and coat health for the
animal.
