Before Going to Look at a Horse

What's the horse's age and has it been verified by a vet or equine dentist?
What's the horse's history and does it have any health concerns?

Does the horse have any vices and why are you selling the horse?

How does the horse behave with other horses?

Is the horse suitable for a beginner, advanced beginner, or advanced rider?
Does the horse ever leave the farm? What is it primarily used for?

Is the horse barn or buddy sour? Will it ride off by itself?

Does the horse load and trailer well?

Can | have access to the vet records and do you welcome a pre-purchase exam?

* How does it respond to being groomed, fly sprayed, bathed, and blanketed?

* Does it have qood posture? Is the horse parking in or out or shifting weight on its
front feet?

How does it respond to being saddled? Is it extremely girthy?

Does it stand to be mounted?

How does it hold its head in the walk, trot, and canter?

Is the horse sound in all its gaits?

Does it know its leads?

How does it respond to riding off alone?

o If the owner asks for a deposit to come look at the horse, dig deeper. Oftentimes, these
dare scams.

+ If the owner won't let you get a vet check or pre-purchase exam, this is a red flag that
something is wrong with the horse.

+ If the horse has unusual posture, or has a limp or a gait that isn't quite right, discuss
this with your veterinarian at the PPE.

+ If the horse has extreme girthiness when saddling, it could have an ulcer or back pain.

Always let the owner lead the horse around and ride the
horse first so you can see if it's safe and can evaluate it

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Get Your Horse Fit For Spring!

Reprinting from March 2023

Longer days and warmer weather are on the
horizon. | don’'t know about you, but it makes me
want to pull out the saddle and go for aride! The
important thing to remember, is that your horse
needs to be conditioned before you expect too  §
much from him. Getting him fit will build his staminc$
and lower his risk of injury. Follow these tips and
you'll be on your way to riding all the timel!
Steps to Follow:

1. Give your veterinarian a call to confirm your horse is ready for conditioning.

2. Schedule an appointment with your farrier to give your horse a fresh trim or put
shoes back on.

3. Speak with a nutritionist to adjust food intake for a horse in work.

4. Consider adding supplements, or minerals, if necessary.

Start Slowly:

1st Week: Try o limit your rides to short sessions and no more than 3 hours per
week. Light work in the beginning is ideal.

2nd/3rd Week: Build up to 3-5 hours per week. You can start incorporating short
canters, small hills, and leg yields by the end of the 3rd week.

4th Week: If your horse has responded well, then you can consider longer rides of
60 minutes. 5 hours per week with increasing demands is a pretty intense workout
schedule.

Know Your Horse’s Vitals:

Your horse’s normal vitals should be around 98-101 degrees Fahrenheit for his
temperature, a heart rate of 32-40 BPM, and a respiratory rate of 8-20 breaths per
minutes.

The maximum they should ever be when exercising:

Temperature: 103 degrees Fahrenheit

Heart Rate: 200 BPM

Respiratory: 80-100 breathes per minute

Your horse's heart rate should return to normal much faster once he is fit.

Your horse will reap a ton of benefits by ditching the hay belly and working out.
You'll notice increased muscle and tendon strength and improvement in bone
quality, red cell volume, and oxygen uptake. Start with frequent, short workouts
that are low intensity, and over time you'll see the improvement.
