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There are six basic emotions, including happiness, sadness, fear, disgust, anger, and
surprise. Horses are able to experience and feel all of those. Certain ones are easy to
identify, while others can be a bit more subtle. When you learn how horses
communicate, it's easier to notice how they feel. It's important to recognize their
emotions and what motivates them, so that you can improve your relationship with your
horse.

* Horses Are Emotional - They use their body language and vocalizations to show their
emotions. Some examples include wide eyes suggesting fear or anxiety, swishing a tail
could be annoyance, and a loud nicker indicating excitement.

» Horses use facial expressions to indicate how they're feeling. Researchers
documented 805 facial displays ranging from play to conflict.

+ They're prone to emotional contagion, which means they can reflect the emotions of
a nearby person. Horses can become mirrors! You could say they're very intuitive.

* Horses are highly social animals. You can see the emotional impact of a horse that
lives in isolation. They begin to show stress-related behaviors.

+ They have the ability to empathize with others. In fact, horses are able to develop
meaningful relationships with other species, including humans.

+ Like people, they use their senses (especially their sight and smell) to interpret their
environment. This can deeply impact their emotional state.

Your horse is an emotional being! Make it your goal to understand them and how they
communicate. This will allow you to support their needs.
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Bridleless riding is the ultimate challenge. It will test you and your horse's ability to
communicate with each other. Your horse will need to be responsive to your leg, seat,
and voice cues. It can be beautiful to watch a horse and rider in harmony. When you
both truly listen to each other, the results are incredible.

Bridleless Riding Tips

You and your horse should have a quality relationship built on trust and mutual
respect.

Before you take off the bridle, consider riding bitless or with a halter. There can be a
transition period.

Your horse should be very responsive to your seat and leg aids. Practice those ahead
of fimel

A neck rope is a great tool for bridleless riding.

Start in a smaller riding arena or round pen with little distractions.

Learn to feel your horse's movement and anticipate what they may do.

Go slow in the beginning. You can gradually increase the speed and complexity of
your riding.

Be consistent and practice regularly. The first session may not go as planned, but keep
at itl

Don't be afraid to go back a step if you run into difficulties. Returning to the bridle isn't a
terrible thing! Consider your horse's needs.

Have fun and enjoy the small successes. Consider this process a learning adventure- it'll
have ups and downs.
