Full Time Job
]

It's a real balancing act- working full-fime and owning horses. Add a spouse and kids to
the mix, and you must really be good at managing your time. It's no surprise that horses
are a big-time commitment. They can also be hard on your finances, which means most
have to work to afford them. Creating a good schedule and having a solid support
system are necessary if you want this to work.

There's no reason you can't enjoy horses and work a busy job. It does require some
creative planning. Let these tips help you balance the two of them!

Keep your horse close to you. Choose a boarding facility that's either close to your
house or work location. You don't want to waste time driving long distances. If you
have space at home for horses, that can be a good option!

If you want to spend more time riding and less time feeding/mucking, then full care
board is likely the way to go. Some facilities even groom and exercise your horse.
You don't have to own a horse to enjoy them; consider leasing or taking lessons on
school horses. This requires much less time commitment.

Make riding a priority. You can even treat it like an appointment. Set reminders on your
calendar and block off multiple times a week for your horse.

Get creative with your riding time. If your schedule allows, ride in the morning before
work.

Set realistic goals. Don't plan to ride every day if you know that your schedule is jam-
packed. Aim for a realistic amount, like three days a week.

Pack your riding clothes in your car, so you can go directly after work.

Choose a job with flexible hours or a remote possibility.

Use the weekends to catch up on extras like tack cleaning and house chores.

Make dinners ahead by freezing large batches.

Have a good support system! Ask your spouse for help around the house or with the
kids so can ride a night or two each week.

Give yourself grace. Your horse will be just fine if you can't ride that week or even that
month. They'll eat and hang out with their herd just like they always do.
